To safely undertake these works, speed and lane restrictions will
continue to be in place throughout the area. Speed restrictions will
remain in place outside of work hours. Please plan your trips, take
care when traveling through the area and follow the directions of
onsite traffic controllers.

Access to businesses and properties will be maintained. If
temporary access restrictions are required, advanced notice will be
provided.
