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1 Introduction

The Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (the Act) came into operation in July 2000 and applies to any action with a significant impact on a matter of national environmental significance. This document provides a guide to matters of “national environmental significance” under the EPBC Act 1999 that are relevant to the Department of Planning, Transport and Infrastructure (DPTI).
The Commonwealth Department of Environment and Energy (DoEE) has established a Protected Matters Search Tool to generate a report that will help determine whether matters of national environmental significance, or other matters protected by the Act, are likely to occur in your area of interest. Any information provided through this facility is indicative only, and local knowledge and information should also be sought where possible. This can be found at the Commonwealth DoEE web site at:

The administrative guideline for determining whether an action has, will have, or is likely to have a significant impact on any of the matters of national environmental significance (under the Act) include the EPBC Act Policy Statement 1.1, Significant Impact Guidelines - Matters of National Environmental Significance, Department of Environment, 2013. The other Significant Impact Guideline is the EPBC Act Policy Statement 1.2, Significant Impact Guidelines - Actions on, or impacting upon, Commonwealth land, and actions by Commonwealth Agencies. This can be obtained from the DoEE web site at:

A ‘significant impact’ according to the EPBC Act Policy Statement 1.1, Significant Impact Guidelines – Matters of National Environmental Significance, is an impact which is important, notable, or of consequence, having regard to its context or intensity.  Whether or not an action is likely to have a significant impact depends upon the sensitivity, value and quality of the environment which is impacted, and upon the intensity, duration, magnitude and geographic extent of the impacts.  You should consider all of these factors when determining whether an action is likely to have a significant impact on matters of national environmental significance. 

Consultation should also be undertaken with the DPTI Environmental Systems Unit to determine if a project or action is likely to require approval under the Act. If approval is required under the Act, an assessment may be made on the basis of the information provided during the referral process, or the Commonwealth DoEE may require an Environmental Impact Study (EIS), Public Environment Report (PER), or public inquiry.

If a project affects a matter of national environmental significance, but does not have a significant impact on that matter under the terms of the Act, it will still require environmental assessment and documentation in accordance with DPTI internal procedures (refer to the Environmental Approval Procedures Environmental Instruction 21.1).

2 Matters of National Environmental Significance

Matters of national environmental significance include:

· Ecological character of declared Ramsar wetlands
· Listed threatened species and ecological communities
· Migratory species listed under the Act
· World heritage values of a declared World Heritage property
· National heritage values of a National Heritage place
· The Commonwealth Marine environment
· The Great Barrier Reef Marine Park
· Nuclear actions that are likely to have a significant impact on the environment

· A water resource, in relation to coal seam gas development and large coal mining development
The first six are potentially relevant to DPTI activities.
2.1 Ramsar Wetlands

Under the Act, an action that has, will have, or is likely to have a significant impact on the ecological character of a declared Ramsar wetland, will require approval. Note that this action may occur within or outside the wetland boundaries.
The Convention on Wetlands of International Importance, commonly referred to as the Ramsar Convention, aims to conserve one of the most threatened group of habitats, wetlands. The Ramsar Convention is an international treaty that was signed in 1971 by 18 nation representatives, including Australia. The treaty is a flagship for demonstrating best practice management and the wise use of wetlands.

In South Australia, there are five Ramsar wetland areas:

· Coorong, and Lakes Alexandrina and Albert

· Bool and Hacks Lagoon

· Coongie Lakes

· Riverland

· Banrock Station Wetland Complex

2.1.1 The Coorong and Lakes Alexandrina and Albert

Location

The Coorong and Lakes Alexandrina and Albert Ramsar site is located at the mouth of the River Murray. The Princes Highway constitutes part of the boundary of this site (see Figure 2). It was designated a Ramsar wetland in 1985.

Area

140,500 ha

Wetland Type
O, Q, F, J, 6, M.

Ramsar Criteria Met

2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 1.

Overview
The Coorong is a long, shallow, saline to hypersaline lagoon more than 100 km in length that is separated from the Southern Ocean by a narrow sand dune peninsula. The Lakes Alexandrina and Albert form the mouth of the River Murray and are comprised of fresh to brackish/ saline waters. Wetlands specifically included are:

· Lake Alexandrina including Tolderol, Mud Islands and Currency Creek Game Reserves, otherwise mainly Crown Lands, 76,000 ha.

· Lake Albert – mainly Crown Lands, 16,000 ha.

· Coorong – mainly covering Coorong National Park and Game Reserve, otherwise mainly Crown Lands, 47,700 ha.

Noteworthy Flora and Fauna

Flora: The Coorong contains endemic plant communities of Musk Grass (Lamprothomium populosum).

Fauna: The Coorong is an important breeding area for the Pelican, Crested Tern, and Fairy Tern, and Lake Alexandrina for Egrets, Ibises, Cormorants and the Rufous Night Heron (Nycticorax caledonicus).

Current Land Use
The site: conservation, recreation: camping, boating, duck hunting (Game Reserve only).

The surroundings/ catchment: grazing and light farming in adjacent areas.

Disturbances/ Threats
Increased salinity due to lack of peak flows from the River Murray as a result of water controls; and potential salinisation associated with regional land clearance and drainage schemes.

2.1.2 Bool and Hacks Lagoons 

Location 

The Bool and Hacks Lagoon Ramsar site is located near Naracoorte in the South East of South Australia (see Figure 3). It was designated as a Ramsar wetland in 1985.

Area
3,200 ha

Wetland Type
M, N, P, Sp, Tp.

Ramsar Criteria Met

1a, 1b, 1c, 2a, 2b, 2c, 3a and 3c.

Overview
Bool Lagoon Game Reserve and Hacks Lagoon Conservation Park protect one of the most important wetland areas remaining in the South East of South Australia. The wetlands provide major drought refuge and breeding habitat for waterbirds and act as a buffer storage basin in the regional drainage system. The area is also used for duck hunting, of common species, and is becoming increasingly popular for recreational visitor use.

Noteworthy Flora and Fauna

Flora: None 

Fauna: 79 species of waterbirds have been recorded, with 48 of these known to have bred there. It is particularly important for waterfowl and common species include Pacific Black Duck (Anas superciliosa) and Grey Teal (A. gibberifrons).
Current Land Use
The land immediately surrounding the Lagoons is permanent reserve, and this in turn is bordered by sheep and cereal growing areas. The Bool Lagoon Game Reserve is usually opened for duck hunting on several mornings each year, but this is dependent upon suitable seasonal conditions. The presence of rare or nesting birds may also affect the decision to open the reserve to hunters.
Disturbances/ Threats
The Lagoons act as sumps for a 1215 km2 catchment. Consequently, a range of nutrients, salts and pesticides accumulate within the basins. In addition, herbicides are used to maintain a vegetation-free flow path across Bool Lagoon. Bool Lagoon also contains high levels of lead shot which accumulated from past hunting practices. It is also affected by increased salinisation due to rising water tables as a result of extensive vegetation clearance.

2.1.3 Coongie Lakes

Location

The Coongie Lakes Ramsar site is located near Innamincka in the far north east of South Australia (see Figure 4). It was designated under the Ramsar Convention in 1987.

Area
1, 980,000 ha

Wetland Type
M, N, P, Sp, Tp, Ts.

Ramsar Criteria Met

1b, 1c, 2a, 2b, 2c, 2d, 3a and 3c.

Overview
A complex and extensive ephemeral and semi-permanent freshwater wetland system, located in the arid centre of Australia. The wetland is comprised of channels, waterholes, lakes, internal deltas and numerous shallow flood plains, interdune corridors and swamps. Wetlands specifically included are:

· Lake Coongie;
· Lake Marroocoolcannie;
· Lake Marroocutchanie;
· Lake Toontoowarnie;
· Lake Goyder (Lake Goolangirie);
· Lake Marradibbadibba;
· Lake Apanburra;
· Tirrawarra and Embarka Swamps;
· Lake Hope (Lake Pando); and
· sections of Cooper Creek and Strezlecki Creek, their permanent and semi-permanent waterholes, distributaries and anabranches.

Noteworthy Flora and Fauna

Flora: None

Fauna: The wetland contains an undescribed and probably endemic species of freshwater tortoise Emydura sp.. Little is known about this tortoise but it appears to be confined to the Coongie Lakes area. During drought, large numbers are concentrated in the permanent waterholes and during floods they spread widely through the wetland. On the basis of available information, it seems that the Coongie Lakes wetland is critical for the continued survival of this species. The wetland is also important to a range of land birds and mammals that need regularly access to drinking water.

Current Land Use
The area is used primarily for cattle grazing and for oil and gas production. The area is becoming increasingly important for recreation and tourism as access roads are upgraded.
Disturbances/ Threats
The site: Rabbit grazing has had a significant impact on the area. Impacts include loss of vegetation, lack of plant recruitment and increased soil erosion. The introduction of the Calici virus has resulted in some reduction in rabbit numbers.

The surroundings/ catchment: none known at present.
Management Authority
South Australian Department of Environment, Water and Natural Resources, and National Parks South Australia.

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2.1.4 Riverland

Location
The Riverland Ramsar wetland is located adjacent to the River Murray between Renmark and the Victorian and New South Wales borders (see Figure 5). It was designated under the Ramsar Convention in 1987.

Area

30,600 ha

Wetland Type

M, O, P, R, Tp.

Overview

The area is part of the River Murray system and contains a variety of wetland types including channels, anabranches, billabongs, floodplains, swamps and lakes in semi-natural condition. Wetlands specifically include:

· Coombool Swamp;
· Lake Limbra;
· Lake Merreti;
· Ral Ral Creek;
· a section of the Murray River;
· Woolenook Bend’s;
· Hoshoe Lagoon; and
· Murray River backwaters.

Ramsar Criteria Met

1a, 1b, 1c and 3b.

Noteworthy Flora and Fauna
Flora: the area contains large stands of native River Red Gums (Eucalyptus camaldulensis).

Fauna: key species include: the Murray Cod, Freckled Duck and Murray Tortoise.

Current Land Use

The site: the area is located within the Bookmark Biosphere reserve and a large portion consists of the Chowilla Game Reserve that is managed by National Parks and Wildlife Service. The area is used for grazing; however tourism is the most important industry using the wetland. Small boats are used for fishing, touring and camping, and large numbers of house-boats ply the main river. Four wheel drive and conventional vehicles are widely used for fishing and camping alongside the river.

The surroundings/ catchment: farming, horticulture and grazing are major uses within the catchment.

Disturbances/ Threats
The site: management of pest plants and animals.

The surroundings/ catchment: major concerns are related to changes in water flows and flooding regimes due to water regulation, and to increasing salinisation as a result of irrigation projects and land clearance.

Management Authority


The Riverland Ramsar site is co-managed by the Bookmark Biosphere Trust and the National Parks and Wildlife Service, and falls mainly within the Bookmark Biosphere Reserve. The Biosphere Reserve has no managing authority, however the statutory authority is National Parks South Australia, and they coordinate the landowners that comprise the Reserve. The Bookmark Biosphere Trust is a group of partners comprised of Commonwealth DoEE, the Murray-Darling Basin Commission and the South Australian Department of Environment, Water and Natural Resources.

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2.1.5 Banrock Station Wetland Complex
Location

The Banrock Station Wetland Complex Ramsar site is located 26km north-west of Berri in the River Murray floodplain in South Australia (see Figure 5a).

Area
1, 350 ha

Wetland Type
N, P

Ramsar Criteria Met

1, 2, 3 and 4.

Overview
A floodplain wetland located on the River Murray in South Australia. The site was severely degraded pre-1992 for 67 years from permanent inundation. In 1992 the water regimes in the wetland were restored by reinstating the semi-natural and intermittent wetting and drying cycles. The site adjoins a commercial viticultural enterprise, which is managed in a manner complementary to conservation of the wetland.

Noteworthy Flora and Fauna

Flora: The area contains regionally threatened plant communities in the South Australian Murray-Darling Basin; Lignum (Muehlenbeckia florulenta), Common Reed (Phragmites australis), Narrow-leaf Bulrush (Typha domingensis), Blue Mallee (Eucalyptus cyanophylla), River Red Gum (E. camaldulensis) and River Box (E. largiflorens).
Active restoration of the threatened vegetation association River Saltbush (Atriplex rhagodioides) - Nitre Goosefoot (Chenopodium nitriariaceum) is also in operation.

Fauna: There have been 159 bird species (including 51 waterbird species), eight amphibian species, seven mammal species, and 46 reptile species recorded from the site.
Nationally listed threatened species are; Regent Parrot (Polytelis anthopeplus monarchoides); Southern Bell Frog (Litoria raniformis) and the River Snail (Notopala hanleyi).
The threatened species expected to be found in the area are; Red-lored Whistler (Pachycephala rufogularis), Australasian Bittern (Botaurus poiciloptilus), Great Crested Grebe (Podiceps cristatus), Bush Stone-curlew (Burhinus grallarius), Latham's Snipe (Gallinago hardwickii), Major Mitchell Cockatoo (Cacatua leadbeateri leadbeateri), Striated Grasswren (Amytornis striatus) and the Striped honeyeater (Plectorhyncha lanceolata).

Migratory Birds include: Great Egret (Ardea alba), White-bellied Sea Eagle (Haliaeetus leucogaster), Greenshank (Tringa nebularia), Red-necked Stint (Calidris ruficollis), Long-toed Stint (Calidris subminuta), Sharp-tailed Sandpiper (Calidris acuminate), Caspian Tern (Sterna caspia), and Fork-tailed Swift (Apus pacificus).

Current Land Use
Within the Ramsar site the land use are conservation, education, science and recreation.

Disturbances/ Threats


Introduced Mosquito Fish (Gambusia holbrooki) are an ongoing challenge. Up until 1992, the Banrock Station property was grazed by sheep. This grazing is also likely to have contributed to the suppression of vegetation regrowth. Feral cats and foxes threaten small mammals and birds at the site.
Decreasing water quality and rising saline groundwater as salinity, nutrient levels and turbidity, have increased in the lower Murray. These impacts are likely to continue to increase if land use practices are not changed and if sufficient environmental flows are not provided. The decline in water quality is considered to have caused a significant, negative impact on the biological diversity in the lower River Murray. Access to a water allocation for environmental purposes is critically important to ongoing rehabilitation of the wetland complex.
Management Authority


This Ramsar site is the responsibility of BRL Hardy Wine Company. Management is undertaken in consultation with Wetland Care Australia, Australian Landscape Trust, the Riverland Aboriginal community and the South Australian and Commonwealth Governments under a formal Memorandum of Understanding. The day-to-day running of the site is the responsibility of the management and staff at the Banrock Station Wine and Wetlands Centre.

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2.2 Listed Threatened Species and Ecological Communities

Threatening processes, individually and in combination, contribute to the decline of native species and/ or cause major changes to ecological communities. Examples of threatening processes include:
· Habitat loss, change and fragmentation;
· Competition, predation and habitat change caused by introduced and invasive species; and

· Direct effects of human activities.

An action will require approval if the action has, will have, or is likely to have, a significant impact on a species listed in any of the following categories:

· extinct in the wild,

· critically endangered,

· endangered, or

· vulnerable.

An action will also require approval if the action has, will have, or is likely to have, a significant impact on an ecological community listed in any of the following categories:

· critically endangered, or

· endangered.

2.2.1 Listed South Australian Threatened Ecological Communities

Threatened ecological communities in South Australia are:

· Buloke Woodlands of the Riverina and Murray-Darling Depression Bioregions, EPBC status: Endangered (see Figure 6 for locations within SA)

· Grassy White Box Woodlands, EPBC status: Endangered (see Figure 7 for locations within SA)

· Swamps of the Fleurieu Peninsula, EPBC status: Critically Endangered (see Figure 8 for locations within SA)

· The Community of Native Species Dependent on Natural Discharge of Groundwater from the Great Artesian Basin, EPBC status: Endangered (see Figure 9 for locations within SA)
· Seasonal Herbaceous Wetlands (Freshwater) of the Temperate Lowland Plains.

2.2.2 Listed South Australian Threatened Species (as per August 2004)

2.2.3 Listed Marine Species
It is an offence to kill, injure, take, trade, keep, or move any member of a listed marine species on Commonwealth land or in Commonwealth waters without a permit. The list of marine species is the list established under Section 248 of the EPBC Act.
No permit is required for works in State waters unless the works are likely to impact listed species which use Commonwealth waters.

2.3 Migratory Species (Birds)

Migratory birds make an annual round trip of up to 25,000 km, travelling to Australia before returning to the Northern Hemisphere to breed. During this migration, shorebirds will stop at several wetlands to feed and replenish their energy in preparation for their breeding season. In order to protect these birds, it is important to conserve and maintain the wetlands they use in both the northern and southern hemispheres.

Appendix 2 lists the current migratory species that can be found within South Australia. It should be noted that these lists may not be complete as species can be added to or removed from the lists at any time.

The Act protects migratory birds that are listed under the JAMBA (Japan-Australia Migratory Birds Agreement) or CAMBA (China-Australia Migratory Birds Agreement) or ROKAMA (Republic of Korea-Australia Migratory Agreement) or Bonn Convention.

2.4 World Heritage Properties

The only World Heritage property in South Australia at the present time is the Australian Fossil Mammal Site located in the Naracoorte Caves Conservation Park (see Figures 1 and 10). The Australian Fossil Mammal Site, inscribed on the World Heritage List in 1994, is among the world’s 10 greatest fossil sites, as it illustrates the stages of evolution of Australia’s fauna. The Naracoorte Caves Conservation Park was gazetted in 1917 and proclaimed under the South Australia National Parks and Wildlife Act 1972.

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2.5 National Heritage Places

2.5.1 National Heritage List

A National Heritage List has been established to list places of outstanding heritage significance to Australia. The National Heritage List comprises natural, historic and Indigenous places that are of outstanding national heritage value to the Australian nation. The Australian Heritage Council assesses whether or not a nominated place has national heritage values. A place entered in the National Heritage List is a national heritage place.

There are currently five listings for South Australia on the National Heritage list:

· Adelaide Parklands and City Layout

· Australian Fossil Mammal Sites (Naracoorte)

· Ediacara Fossil Site (Nilpena)

· South Australian Old and New Parliament Houses

· Witjira-Dalhousie Springs
There are five National Heritage properties in South Australia at the present time.  These are:

· Adelaide Parklands and City Layout

· Australian Fossil Mammal Sites (Naracoorte)

· Ediacara Fossil Site – Nilpena

· South Australian Old and New Parliament Houses

· Witjira – Dalhousie Springs

The Adelaide Park Lands and City Layout was added to the National Heritage list on 7 November 2008. The listing recognises the 1837 Adelaide Park Lands and City Layout as a technical masterwork which went on to influence the planning of other towns in Australia and overseas. There are 6 official heritage values relating to the listing which lie in its design excellence, rarity social values and others.  For more information visit:

The Australian Fossil Mammal Site is located in the Naracoorte Caves Conservation Park (see Figures 1 and 10). The Australian Fossil Mammal Site, inscribed on the World Heritage List in 1994, is among the world’s 10 greatest fossil sites, as it illustrates the stages of evolution of Australia’s fauna. The Naracoorte Caves Conservation Park was gazetted in 1917 and proclaimed under the South Australia National Parks and Wildlife Act 1972.  This site is also a World Heritage site.
The Ediacara Fossil Site – Nilpena was added to the National Heritage List on 11 January 2007. The listing recognises the fossil imprints in rocks in the Flinders Ranges at the old Ediacara minefield which was the first discovery of fossilised remains of an entire community of soft-bodied creaturesanywhere in the world. The South Australian Old and New Parliament Houses were added to the National Heritage List on 26 January 2006.  The listing recognises the processes of the right to vote, secret ballots and one person/one vote.  For more information visit:

The Witjira – Dalhousie Springs was added to the National Heritage List on 4 August 2009. This listing recognises the supergroup of approximately 60 springs, extending over an area of more than 50,000 hectares.  For more information visit:

Places on the list are protected under the Environment Protection and Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999. Section 15B(1) of the Act requires that: “A constitutional corporation, the Commonwealth or a Commonwealth agency must not take an action that has, will have or is likely to have a significant impact on the National Heritage values of a National Heritage place”, ie the body undertaking the work must first refer the proposed action to the Minister under Section 68.
It is important to note that an action taken by a State Government agency is not caught by Section 15B, ie the State is not required to refer an action it proposes to take to the Commonwealth, except in the following circumstances:

· Where the action is taken for the purposes of trade or commerce between South Australia and another State or Territory or another country; or
· Where the action is to be undertaken in a Commonwealth area or in a Territory of Australia; or

· Where the significant impact will be on indigenous heritage values; or

· Where the action will be undertaken in an area in respect of which Australia has obligations under Article 8 of the Biodiversity Convention.

However, because construction companies are ‘constitutional corporations’ (as referred to in Section 15B), if a State Government agency engages a company to undertake a project or activity that will have or is likely to have a significant impact on the National Heritage values of a National Heritage Place, the company would be required to refer the proposed action to the Commonwealth Minister, notwithstanding the fact that the State is not so obliged. This has implications for project timeframes as well as the typical process of obtaining all statutory approvals prior to finalising tenders and engaging a contractor. It is possible for the State to seek pre-referral advice from DoEE and prepare all the referral documents (as far as practicable) prior to awarding the contract, so that the contractor just has to finalise and submit the referral documents and pay the referral fee. Liaising with DoEE and preparing the referral in advance can reduce the risk of unforseen delays and costs. Further information/ advice can be obtained from the Stormwater, Environment and Heritage unit (Asset Management, Technical Services) and by referring to Crown Solicitor’s Advice (knet #5241811 and #5241819).
It should be noted that this distinction between State Agencies and other proponents is only relevant to National Heritage items. For all other matters of National Environmental Significance, the State agency may make a referral or application to the Commonwealth.
2.5.2 The Commonwealth Heritage List

The Commonwealth Heritage List comprises natural, Indigenous and historic heritage places on Commonwealth lands and waters, or under Australian Government control, that have been identified by the Minister for the Environment and Energy as having Commonwealth heritage values.
These places are protected under the existing provisions of the Act as any action that is taken on Commonwealth land (which is likely to have a significant impact on the environment), taken outside Commonwealth land (which is likely to have a significant impact on the environment on the Commonwealth land), and/ or taken by the Australian Government or its agencies (which is likely to have a significant impact on the environment anywhere), will require approval by the Minister for the Environment and Energy.

There are currently seven Commonwealth heritage places listed for South Australia on the Commonwealth Heritage List. The list can be accessed on the DoEE website at: https://www.environment.gov.au/heritage/places/commonwealth-heritage-list

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APPENDIX 1: Procedure for Referrals, Assessment and Approvals under the Environment Protection & Biodiversity Conservation Act 1999 (the EPBC Act)
The information in this Procedure is taken from the Commonwealth Department of Environment and Energy website: https://www.environment.gov.au/protection
Under the EPBC Act, assessment and approval is required for actions that are likely to have a significant impact on:

· a matter of national environmental significance
· the environment of Commonwealth land (even if taken outside Commonwealth land)
· the environment anywhere in the world (if the action is undertaken by the Commonwealth).
An action includes a project, development, undertaking, activity, or series of activities.

Cost Recovery - on 14 May 2014, the Australian Government introduced a full cost recovery scheme for referrals and assessments and some strategic assessments carried out under the EPBC Act. https://www.environment.gov.au/epbc/cost-recovery 
Each project will be subject to the following fees:

·        a referral fee at the time of submitting an EPBC referral form;

·        base fees due at each statutory stage in the assessment process, if the project proceeds to assessment; and

·        complexity fees due at each statutory stage in the assessment process, if applicable.

The fees are detailed in the EPBC Regulations available at www.comlaw.gov.au. 
When a person proposes to take an action that they believe may need approval under the EPBC Act, they must refer the proposal to the Commonwealth Environment Minister.
Prior to referring it to the Commonwealth Environment Minister, the State Government must be consulted.

Submission should be in electronic form via email or on a CD if it’s a large document.

The referral is circulated to the EPBC State Negotiating Team and key contacts for advance comment. This enables the referral to reflect a whole of Government position on the proposal and ensures that any issues across Government are resolved prior to the referral being lodged with the Commonwealth. Comments are then sent back to the proponent so that any modifications can be made to the referral if required.

The timeframe for State Government comment is 10 business days.

Following State Government comment, the referral can be sent to the Commonwealth DoEE.

When the State EPBC Act Coordinator receives the referral formally from the Commonwealth DoEE, in general a "no comment" will be provided as it is anticipated that all State Government issues should have already been resolved.

See below for a Flowchart of the basic EPBC Act Referral, Assessment and Approval Process.
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Referrals

A 'referral' is the first step in the Australian Government environmental assessment and approval process under the EPBC Act. The purpose of the referral stage is to determine whether a proposal requires approval under the EPBC Act. A proposal will require approval if it will have, or is likely to have, a significant impact on any matter of National Environmental Significance (NES), or other matter protected under the Act such as the environment of Commonwealth land.
For help in deciding whether or not an action should be referred, you should consult the EPBC Act Policy Statements
You can check what matters of national environmental significance occur in a particular location by using the EPBC Protected Matters Search Tool.

If the Australian Government decides that approval is required, the proposed action is called a 'controlled action'. The proposal will then have to go through a formal assessment and approval process before it can proceed. If it is determined that approval is not required, the action is not a controlled action and may proceed once it has received any other necessary approvals, permits or licences.
A referral contains information about a proposed action, including a description of the proposal, its location and potential impacts on matters of NES. In your referral, you must also state whether you think your proposed action is a controlled action.
Regulations made under the EPBC Act require that specific information must be included in a referral. If your referral does not contain the required information it will be invalid and you will be asked to resubmit it with the required information to enable the referral process to commence. Referrals may be submitted electronically or in paper form.
If an action you are proposing to take is a component of a larger action it is important that the larger action be referred to the Environment Minister. If only a component of a larger action is referred for a controlled action decision, the Environment Minister may decide not to accept the referral, and request that the larger action be referred.
Notices of all referrals are placed on the Internet, as are all decisions on whether referred actions require approval. They can be accessed via the public notices and what's new page of this web site.

The Commonwealth Environment Minister must also inform relevant Commonwealth, State and Territory Ministers of a referral, and invite them to provide comments about whether the action requires approval.

Who should make a referral?

Any person proposing to take an action that will have, or is likely to have, a significant impact on a matter protected by the EPBC Act must submit a referral to the Department of Environment and Energy. If you are unsure whether an action is likely to be significant, you can still make a referral to clarify your legal obligations.
Generally, the person taking the action in question, or an agent acting on their behalf (e.g., a consultant) makes a referral. A State, Territory or Australian Government Minister, or Government Agency that is aware of a proposed action can also make a referral, if that Minister or Agency has responsibilities relating to the action.
The Environment Minister can request a person to make a referral for a particular action. If such a request is received and the person does not make a referral, the Minister can deem that the proposal is referred so that a decision can be made as to whether the action is a controlled action/requires approval.
What is the process?

Referrals are submitted to the EPBC Act Referrals Section of the Department of Environment. The referral process takes 20 business days, from when the Department receives a referral. During this time, the referral will be placed on the Department's web site for public comment for a mandatory 10 day public review period. Relevant Australian Government, State and Territory Ministers will also be invited to comment on the referral.
In cases where the person taking the action believes that their action is a controlled action, the time for processing the referral is reduced to 10 business days, with no period for public comment. In this case, receipt of the referral will be notified on the web site.
A referral must contain enough information for a decision to be made on whether significant impacts are likely. If your referral does not contain enough information to make a decision, you may be requested to submit further information. If this happens, the 'clock stops' on the 20-day processing period. The clock will 'restart' when the Department receives the required information.
Decision on whether an action needs approval

If the referred action is decided to be a controlled action, then 'controlling provisions' will be identified for the proposal. The controlling provisions are essentially the 'triggers' that apply for a particular action, for example, the provisions covering threatened species and ecological communities or World Heritage properties.
If it is determined that an action needs approval, a 'proponent' will be designated for the action. The proponent will be responsible for preparing the assessment documentation during the assessment process. In most cases the proponent will be the same as the person proposing to take the action. If a person other than the person taking the action is to be nominated as proponent (e.g., a consultant), both parties must sign the referral form.
In some cases, an action may be considered not a controlled action, if it is taken in accordance with a manner specified in the referral. In such cases, approval is given if the action is taken in the specified manner. The proponent must undertake the action in accordance with the specified manner or risk prosecution. (Refer to Fact Sheet 7: Particular Manner Decisions for more information on specified manner.)
Notification of the decision

The Project Officer within the DoEE will notify the person making the referral of the outcome as soon as possible after a decision has been made. Public notification of the decision will then be made on the Department's web site.
Permits and other authorisations may be required

If your action is to take place on Commonwealth land or in the Commonwealth marine area, there may be cases where, even though the Environment Minister does not need assessment and approval, it may still require a permit under a different section of the Act. Part 13 of the Act contains provisions relating to killing, injuring, taking, trading, keeping or moving individual members of a listed or protected species, or cetaceans in Commonwealth areas. Part 13A of the Act deals with the import and export of wildlife. Part 15 of the Act deals with protected areas, including Commonwealth reserve requirements.
Other Australian, State/Territory or Local Government permits or approvals may also be necessary for a proposal, in addition to EPBC approvals.

Referral Form

To ensure that you provide sufficient information, use the Referral Form available from the DoEE website.
The completed Referral form, together with the required maps and any other information you may wish to submit, should be sent to DoEE’s Referrals Section.
Referrals may be submitted by mail, facsimile or electronically. An electronic and hard copy version are required to be submitted.
The Referral form should be no longer than 25 A4 single sided pages (not including Appendices).

Environmental Offsets

An environmental offset is a conservation action that is intended to compensate for the residual adverse impacts of an action. Offsets are only required if the residual impacts are significant. Under the EPBC Act offsets should directly correlated to the impacts of a proposed action. Offsets are only considered after all reasonable actions to avoid or mitigate environmental damage of the project have been investigated.

Assessment

If a person has referred a proposed action to the Commonwealth Environment Minister and the Minister has decided that the proposed action requires approval, an environmental assessment must be carried out.

The purpose of an environmental assessment is to bring together all the information on the impacts that a proposed action would have on matters protected by the EPBC Act, to ensure that the Minister makes an informed decision on whether or not to approve the action.

If the Commonwealth has signed a bilateral agreement with the State or Territory in which the action is to be carried out, the State or Territory will assess the action under the terms of that agreement. This means that a single assessment process can be carried out to satisfy both State and Commonwealth requirements. Similarly, the environmental assessment may be carried out by another Commonwealth agency if a Ministeral declaration has been signed with that agency. If no bilateral agreement or Ministerial declaration is in place (as is the case for South Australia at the time of publishing), the assessment may nonetheless be carried out by a State or Territory under an accredited assessment process.
For a State or Territory’s assessment process to be accredited under the EPBC Act, the Minister must be satisfied that the law and process under which the assessment will occur meet the standards prescribed by the EPBC Regulations, that the assessment process will ensure that the relevant impacts of the action will be fully addressed, and that the Minister receive an adequate report on those impacts to enable an informed decision on whether or not to grant approval. Accredited assessment processes should involve a transparent process of information gathering, analysis, and public consultation, in a way that is consistent with the assessment under the EPBC Act. DPTI’s environmental impact assessment process has not been accredited under the EPBC Act.

If none of these assessment processes is applicable, the Commonwealth will carry out the assessment using one of the assessment approaches under Part 8 of the EPBC Act:

· referral information

· preliminary documentation

· public environment report (PER)

· environmental impact statement (EIS); or

· public inquiry.
The EPBC Act sets out process and timing requirements for each assessment approach.

Different assessment approaches will be appropriate in different circumstances. The proponent, or the person proposing to take the action, will be asked to supply sufficient information on the impacts of the proposed action in order to help the Minister select an appropriate assessment approach. The Minister must make a decision within 20 business days of either:

· deciding that an approval is required, or
· receiving all the required preliminary information about the potential impacts of the proposed action, whichever is later. 

Notices of all decisions on assessment approaches are placed on the DoEE website.

Assessment by preliminary documentation, PER or EIS
Assessment by preliminary documentation, PER or EIS, involves the following steps.

· The person proposing to take the action prepares and publishes draft assessment documentation, in accordance with regulations and published guidelines.
· There is a public comment period.
· The person proposing to take the action finalises the assessment documentation, taking public comments into account.
· The Secretary of the Department of Sustainability, Environment, Water, Population and Communities prepares an assessment report for the Commonwealth Environment Minister.
There are significant penalties for providing information that is false or misleading in assessment documentation.

What happens when the assessment is completed?

The Commonwealth Environment Minister must make a decision on whether to approve the taking of the action within 30 business days of receiving an assessment report, or within 40 business days of receiving a report from a commission of inquiry.

Approvals

The Commonwealth Environment Minister will decide whether to grant approval for an action only after an environmental impact assessment process for that action is complete.

When deciding whether to approve an action and what conditions to impose, the Minister must consider:

· relevant environmental impacts; and 

· economic and social matters.
In considering these matters, the Minister must take into account:

· the principles of ecologically sustainable development; 

· the assessment report on the impacts of the action (or the report of a commission of inquiry); 

· the documentation provided by the proponent (for example, an environmental impact statement); 

· any other information available to the Minister on the relevant impacts of the action; and 

· relevant comments from other Commonwealth Ministers (such as information on social and economic factors).
The Commonwealth Environment Minister may also consider the proponent's environmental history when deciding whether to grant an approval.

In addition to information provided in the environmental assessment documentation, the proponent may provide information in relation to economic and social effects of the action and the proponent's environmental history.

Once the environmental assessment process is complete, the Environment Minister must decide whether to approve the action within 30 business days of:

· receiving an assessment report, or 

· receiving a notice from the relevant State or Territory that all environmental impacts (other than on matters of NES) have been assessed, whichever occurs later. 

This is extended to 40 business days if a commission of inquiry assessed the action.

The notice from the relevant State or Territory ensures that all environmental issues have been examined before approval is granted. The notice is not required if the Commonwealth has assessed all environmental impacts.

What happens if there is inadequate information?

If the Commonwealth Environment Minister believes that not enough information has been provided to make an informed approvals decision, he or she may request further information from the proponent or, where an inquiry has been conducted, the commission. This 'stops the clock' in terms of the time in which the Minister must make a decision.

What conditions can be placed on an approval?

The Minister may attach conditions to an approval to protect a matter of NES or to repair or mitigate damage to a matter of NES.

The Minister may include conditions relating to the provision of a bond or other security, independent environmental auditing, monitoring compliance with codes of practice and so on.

In deciding what conditions to apply, the Minister must consider the desirability of ensuring that conditions are cost-effective and must also consider conditions that States or Territories have already imposed. This should help to avoid inconsistency between Commonwealth and State requirements.

Notification of the decision

Once the approval decision is made, a copy of the approval or notice of the refusal will be provided to the person intending to take the action. The decision will also be notified in the gazette.
What happens if approval conditions are breached?

If a person contravenes a condition of their approval, they may be liable to pay a civil penalty of up to $110,000 for an individual and up to $1,100,000 for a body corporate. The maximum criminal penalty for a breach of a condition is two years' imprisonment or $13,200.
Exemptions to the Approval Requirements

The Commonwealth Environment Minister may exempt a person from the requirement to conduct an environmental assessment and/or obtain approval, if it is considered in the national interest to do so.
The Commonwealth Environment Minister may also declare that actions do not require approval if they are one of a class of actions taken by the Commonwealth or a specified Commonwealth agency in accordance with an accredited management plan.
Environmental impact assessments

Under s158 of the Act the Commonwealth Environment Minister may exempt a person proposing to take an action from the requirement to conduct an environmental assessment and/or obtain approval in relation to the action to which the exemption relates. Under s158 the Minister may exempt a person from any or all steps in the assessment and approvals process. However, the Minister may only grant an exemption under s158 if he is satisfied that it is in the national interest to do so.

Listed species and ecological communities permits

Under s303A of the Act the Commonwealth Environment Minister may exempt a person proposing to undertake an action from the requirement to seek permits under Part 13 of the Act in relation to the action to which the exemption relates. Part 13 of the Act, among other things, prohibits the killing, injuring, taking, trading, keeping or moving listed threatened species or ecological communities, listed migratory species, cetaceans, or listed marine species in or on a Commonwealth area. The Minister may specify that any or all prohibitions in Part 13 do not apply to a person in relation to an action to which an exemption relates. However, the Minister may only grant an exemption under s303A if satisfied that it is in the national interest to do so.
